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	The image I chose for the assignment is an advertisement for the computer game Rainbow Six 3 on page 67 of the May 2003 issure of PCGamer.  The picture features three special operations team members inside some kind of burned-out building.  One of them in the background has his gun up, as if taking aim at something.  The other background character seems to be walking forward, and the foreground soldier is looking at the viewer with a pistol in his left hand.  There is a light source somewhere behind them, but most of the image is in shadow.


	There are a lot of red and brown hues, which gives the picture a very somber look.  The image is very balanced, the main characters are all evenly spaced, and the only background element that you really notice is the pillar in the center.


	I don't think the mental state of the artist really has an impact on this picture, because it is a commercial piece and not one born out of an artists emotions or anything.  Even though the artist was not him/herself emotionally charged, the image is.  It has a very angry feel to it, and the highly saturated red/brown hues really increase the effect.


	The relationships between the characters are very well done in this piece.  The main soldier is the largest, and the smaller soldier behind him and the pillar are arranged very pleasingly to the eye.


	The ad is supposed to show the soldiers as an elite military squad, almost like ghosts.  I noticed a lot of subtle effects in the picture that add to this.  Most of them are heavily shrouded in shadow, which makes them seem very mysterious.  Also, the lower part of the front soldier's left leg seems to be missing, almost like it dissapeared into thin air and the soldier could do the same at any moment.


	The perspective is also very cleverly done.  The camera is placed low, so it makes the viewer seem powerless related to the soldiers, and there is a slight "fish eye" effect also, which gives the room a somewhat confined and claustraphobic feeling.


	I think the color scheme in this is what is most effective.  The red/brown hues coupled with the heavy dark areas really gives the image a sense of mystery and intensity.
